If any portion of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable.  If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid or unenforceable by a court , but that by limiting such provision, it would become valid and enforceable, then such provision shall be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so limited.

The failure of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or limitation of that party’s right to subsequently enforce and compel strict compliance with every provision of this Agreement.

The provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of both parties and their respective, legal representatives, successors and assigns.

This agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings between the parties. The undersigned acknowledges that there are no other agreements, Guarantees or promises, either verbal or written made between the parties regarding the  ____________ referred to in this Agreement
